
   
  
Chapter 3 Descendants of Henry Ducros b. 1791 
 

 
 
 

 
 
 
 
1.  Henry DUCROS , son of Samuel Peter DU CROS  and Mary 

DAWSON, was born in 1791 in Dublin, Ireland and died in Sep 1861 
in Birmingham

1
 at age 70.  

 
There is no complete proof that Henry was the son of Samuel Peter, 
but good circumstantial evidence that Henry and William were brothers.  
 
Mary Ducrow undertook family history research in the 1970s and an extensive search of the 
Irish records was carried out for them by the Irish Genealogical Office. Mary says "They 
found a deed of 1810 showing Henry Ducros of the City of Dublin glazier acting in 
conjunction with William Ducros of the City of Dublin tinplate worker and Catherine and 
Harriot Ducros of Dublin spinsters, in transferring some property to a John Dawson. This is 
the only Henry that could be found and seems almost certain to be the Henry sought. Both 
men appear in the trade directories in 1811 and lived not far from one another."  
 
The link also makes sense since Henry's great granddaughter, Rose Evelyn Ducros told her 
daughter that she was related to Sir Arthur Ducros.

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No Baptism record was found for Henry Ducros in the Parish of St Werburgh.  Henry, C 
Peter and William Ducros were each listed in the Dublin Trade Directories in the early 1800s 
and no other Ducros are listed.  
 
In 1810, the Dublin Merchant and Traders Directory indicates Henry lived at 25 Exchequer 
Street, Dublin and he is listed as a glazier in that directory. In 1820, the Pigott's 1820 
Directory indicates Henry resided at 7 Trinity Street, Dublin.  
 
The Marriage certificate of his son Charles to Ann in 1841, as well as the Pigott’s 1846 
Directory, indicates Henry's occupation was a self employed Painter. The Pigott's 1846 
Directory and the 1851 census indicate he lived at 212 Livery St Birmingham at that time. A 
Henry Ducros is listed in the 1825 Manchester Directory as a glazier, and it is unknown 
whether this is the same Henry Ducros. 
 
Even if William and Henry were cousins and not brothers, the ancestry back to Guillaume du 
Cros still stands. 
 
Since Henry's wife Elizabeth had the same maiden name as his mother it may have been 
that he married his cousin. It is also interesting that the property transferred by the Ducros to 
John Dawson was at the time of Henry's marriage to Elizabeth Dawson.  
 
Henry married Elizabeth DAWSON  on 21 May 1810 in Parish of St Andrew Dublin.

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3.1 Descendants of John Ducros from Birmingham 
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Descendants of John DUCROS 
1 

First Generation 
1. John DUCROS , son of Henry DUCROS and Elizabeth 
DAWSON, was born about 1815 in Birmingham, Warwickshire1 

and died on 19 Feb 1891 in Aston, Warwickshire2 aged about 76. 
 
In 1851 (census) John was a master painter and glazier living with his wife and 4 children 
(Thomas, Adolphus, Halvena and Amanza) in Belbroughton, Worcestershire. In 1861 
(census), John was a painter and glazier still living in Belbroughton, Worcestershire, 
England with 6 children (Adolphus, Halvena, Amanza, Julius, Walter and George). He had 
8 children in all. He died of senile decay aged 76. His son George was present at John's 
death in 1891 at 8 Mount Pleasant Dymoke Street Aston. 
 
John married Mary BRIDGE , daughter of James BRIDGE and Unknown , on 20 May 1839 
in Birmingham.3 Mary was born in 1813 in Birmingham, Warwickshire4 and died in Sep 1876 
in Birmingham, Warwickshire at age 63. 
 
The marriage of John Ducros and Mary Bridge was witnessed by a Mary Ducrow. In 
the1851 census it is likely Mary and her daughter Drucilla were just visiting her 
parents-in-law since Mary had 4 other children at that time. In 1861 (census) they resided 
in Worcestershire, England with her husband and children.

Worcestershire.4 

+ 6 M v. Amanza DUCROS was born on 4 Apr 1849 in Belbroughton, Worcestershire.7 

+ 7 M vi. Julius (Jules) DUCROS was born about 1852 in Belbroughton, Worcestershire.7 

+ 8 M vii. Walter William DUCROS was born in Dec 1853 in Bromsgrove (Belbroughton) 
Worcestershire8 and died in 1903 in Warwickshire at age 50. 

+ 9 M viii. George Alfred DUCROS was born in 1856 in Belbroughton, Worcestershire7 and 
died 4th qtr 1903 in Warwickshire at age 47. 

 
Second Generation 
 
2. Drucilla (Ella) DUCROS was born 1st qtr 1840 in Aston, Birmingham, 
Warwickshire, England5 and died 2nd qtr 1893 at age 53. 
 
Drucella / Drusilla / Drusall / Lucella / Marilla has had her name recorded in 
many ways. At the time of the 1861 census, Drucella / Lucella was living in Edgbaston, 
Birmingham as a servant. 
 
In 1881 Drusall and her husband and children lived at Ct4 House 3 Inkerman St 
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Aston, Warwick. Her father John (59) was staying with them and his occupation was  
listed as an artist artzn (note ancestry.com list John Ducros as John Owens but 
it is clearly Ducros on the original document). In 1891 possibly the same address is listed 
as House 3, 16 Inkerman St, Aston. Marilla lived there with her husband and 4 children – 
her son Thomas had probably left home by then.  
 

Drucilla married Thomas John MERRICK 4th qtr 1871 in Kings Norton, 
Birmingham, Warwickshire. Thomas was born about 1840.9 In 1881 Thomas is listed 
as an assistant chemist, aged 40; and in 1891 he was listed a chemical assistant at 
the gas works. In 1901 (census) he was working as a gas lab assistant and living in 
the same house his family had lived in for years at Inkerman St Aston with his 3 
children Walter (25) William (23) and Albert (21).

3. Thomas DUCROW was born about 1842 in Belbroughton, Worcestershire6 and 
died in 1915 aged about 73. 
 
The 1861 Census lists Thomas Ducrow, aged 19 as a Painter (journeyman) living 
with his 19 yr old painter-journeyman workmate, Joseph Lynall, and his 2 siblings 
George and Emma Lynall. They lived at 89 High St Solihull in Warwickshire. 
 
By the 1871 census, Thomas had married Eliza and was living with her and their two 
children Tom and James at the Painters Shop, Belbroughton, Worcestershire. He worked 
as a painter and glazier. 
 
It is possible (although unlikely) Thomas died before 1881 since only his wife and 2 
children appear together on that census. However, a Thomas Ducros born about 
1844 in Belbroughton who is a paper hanger appears on the 1881 census as a 
lodger in Forgate Street, Feckenham, Worcestershire. Thomas (born about 1844) 
lodged with John and Mary Pearce and their children, one of whom was their 
daughter Mary, whom Thomas later married. 
 

Thomas married Eliza SMITH10 in Jun 1865 in Birmingham.11 Eliza was born from 
1842 to 1843 in Northfield, Worcestershire6 and died in 1917 in Birmingham at age 
75. At the time of the 1871 census, Eliza lived in Worcestershire.The 1881 census 
indicates Emma was a seamstress and was head of the household. 

 
Children from this marriage were: 
 
+ 15 M i. Thomas DUCROW was born 1st qtr 1866 in Bromsgrove (Belbroughton) 
Worcestershire12 and died in 196010 at age 94. 
+ 16 M ii. James DUCROS was born in 1868 in Belbroughton, Worcestershire6 and died in 

195010 at age 82. 
 

Thomas next married Mary Jane PEARCE , daughter of John PEARCE and Mary, 
in 1885 in Alcester, Birmingham. Mary was born about 18509 and died in 1901 in 
Alcester, Birmingham aged about 51. The 1881 census indicates Mary worked as a 
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wire reducer. When she died in 1901 she was living in the Poor Law Union 
Workhouse (census). 

 
4. Adolphus DUCROS was born in Jun 1844 in Belbroughton, Worcestershire4 and 
died 4th qtr 1864 in Birmingham at age 19. In 1861 (census) Adolphus lived in 
Worcestershire and was a painter. 
 
5. Halvena Amanda DUCROS was born about 1847 in Belbroughton, Worcestershire.4  In 
1861 (census) Halvena lived in Belbroughton, Worcestershire, England. The BDM index 
lists Malsina Amanda Ducros. 
 
6. Amanza DUCROS was born on 4 Apr 1849 in Belbroughton, Worcestershire.7 

In 1861 (census Amanza lived in Worcestershire, England. In 1881 (census) he lived at 14 
Court Nelson St South Rhs, Birmingham Warwickshire with his wife and 3 children Ada, 
Walter and William; and was a house painter. In 1891 (census) he was still a house painter 
and lived at Balsall Heath, Worcestershire with his wife and 4 children. At the time of the 
census Amanza's nephew Harry Hanks and niece Maggie L. Edwards were staying with 
them. 
 
Amanza's wife Emily died in 1891 when he lived at Balsall Heath, Worcestershire. and by 
1901 (census) he lived at 74 Berkeley Place, 8 Angelina St, Aston, with his new wife 
Elizabeth and 2 boarders. It is likely Amanza married again in 1904 to either Rose May 
Judd or Sarah Ann Leech (marriage certificate needed). 
 

Amanza married Emily HANKS , daughter of Unknown HANKS and Unknown , in 
Jun 1875. Emily was born in 1851 in Birmingham, Warwickshire13 and died 4th qtr 
1891 in Birmingham, Warwickshire at age 40.

Amanza next married Elizabeth HARCOURT in Dec 1900.14 Elizabeth was born in 
1862 in Birmingham, Warwickshire16 and died 3rd qtr 1901 in Aston, England14 at 
age 39. In 1901 she lived in St Alban, Warwickshire. 

 
7. Julius (Jules) DUCROS was born about 1852 in Belbroughton, Worcestershire.7 

In 1861 (census) he lived in Worcestershire. In 1881 (census) Julius lived at no 1 The 
Grove, Aston, Warwickshire with his wife. In 1891(census) lived at 107 Havelock Rd Saltley 
(East Birmingham), Warwickshire with his wife and worked as a house painter. In 1901 
(census) he lived at Saltley St Saviour, Warwickshire, England. 
 

Julius married Emily CROSS in Sep 1877 in Birmingham.11 Emily was born about 
1850 in Canterbury, Kent.17 In 1881 (census) Emily lived at no 1 The Grove, Aston. 
Warwickshire. Emily worked as a grocer and general dealer in 1891(census) and 
lived at 107 Havelock Rd Saltley (East Birmingham), Warwickshire. 

 
8. Walter William DUCROS was born in Dec 1853 in Bromsgrove (Belbroughton) 
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Worcestershire8 and died in 1903 in Warwickshire at age 50. At the time of the 1861 census 
he lived in  Worcestershire, England.4 
 
9. George Alfred DUCROS was born in 1856 in Belbroughton, Worcestershire7 and 
died 4th qtr 1903 in Warwickshire at age 47. 
 
In 1861 (census) George lived in Worcestershire. In 1881 (census) he lived at 1 CT 
2 Ho Buck St Birmingham, England. In 1901 (census) he lived with his wife 
Elizabeth in St David, Birmingham, Warwickshire and was a Painter, with own 
account. 
 

George married Elizabeth SUMMERS 3rd qtr 1876. Elizabeth was born in 1857 in 
Ida, Devon.16  At the time of the 1901 census she lived at St David Warwickshire.16

Birmingham. 
The1891 census indicates Thomas and Elizabeth were living at 9 Carr St 
Aston, 
Warrickshire with a servant (Lucy Austy) and Elizabeth's siblings Thomas (15, a 
cycle turner), William (14, a filer) and George (12, a scholar). 
 

Thomas married Elizabeth COOKE ,13 daughter of COOKE and Unknown , 2nd qtr 
1890 in Birmingham. Elizabeth was born about 1873 in Hockley, England. 

 
11. Emily Kate MERRICK was born in 1874 in Aston, Birmingham. 
 

Emily Kate Merrick married in Kings Norton in the 1st qtr 1902 to either Wade 
Pickering or Hope Douglas Waldron (www.Ancestry.com.) 

 
12. Walter MERRICK was born 1st qtr 1876 in Aston, Birmingham. 
In 1901 census Walter was living with his father and working as a tin plate Worker. 
 

Ancestry.com.au indicates Walter Merrick married in 2nd qtr 1902 either Agnes 
Emmerline Davis or Elsie Ellen Kirk. 

 
13. William John MERRICK was born 3rd qtr 1877 in Aston, Birmingham. 
In 1901 census William was living with his father and working as wood sawyer. 
 

Ancestry.com.au indicates William married 3rd qtr 1906 either Rose Beatrice Pearce 
Wright or Margaret Annie Townson. 
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14. Albert Edward MERRICK was born 3rd qtr 1879 in Aston, Birmingham. In 1901 census 
Albert was living with his father and working as a cycle maker. 
 

Ancestry.com.au indicates he married 4th qtr 1906 either Florence Clews or Isabella 
Thompson. 

 
15. Thomas DUCROS was born 1st qtr 1866 in Bromsgrove (Belbroughton) 
Worcestershire12 and died in 196010 at age 94. In 1871 (census) he was a manufacturing 
Silversmith TD & S Silversmiths living in Worcestershire. 
 

Thomas married Elizabeth CARDING .10

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16. James DUCROS was born in 1868 in Belbroughton, Worcestershire6 and died in 
195010 at age 82. In 1871 (census) James lived in Worcestershire. A silversmith, James 
emigrated to America about 1890. 
 

James married someone in America.

In 1881 (census) Ada lived with her 
parents at 14 Court Nelson St South Rhs, Birmingham Warwickshire and moved with them 
to Bassall Heath (1891 census). At the time of the 1901 census she was a boarder at St 
Chad, Shewsbury, Shropshire, England and she was a shop saleswoman.  
 

Ada married someone in 1904.11 

 
18. Walter Percy DU CROS was born on 3 May 1878 in Birmingham, Warwickshire.15 

Walters name is registered as Ducross as well as Du Cros. In 1881 (census) Walter lived 
with his parents at 14 Court Nelson St South Rhs, Birmingham Warwickshire and in 1989 
lived with them in Balsall Heath, Worcestershire. 
 
The UK incoming Passenger Lists 1878-1960 indicate Walter P. Ducros travelled from 
Quebec, Canada to Liverpool, England, arriving on 13 Sep 1912 on the Empress of Ireland. 
Walter's occupation is listed as a salesman. 
 
The Canadian Soldiers of WW1, 1914-1918 Regiment 21825 Attestation Paper  
indicates Walter Percy Du Cros had previously served 3 1/2 years in Sth Africa as a 
Military Telegraphist. His next of kin was listed as Mrs E Ducros of 109 Bolingbroke 
St Heaton, Newcastle on Tyne and his occupation before the war was a waiter. 
 
Research by Sue Houston indicates Walter may have had a daughter, Emily May. B. 
Ducros born 1898 in South Shields (Newcastle area) who married Walter D. Clegg 2nd qtr 
1919 (spouses name Ducrow) – the link is not proven. 
 
Sue also found a birth record for Constance B. Ducros in Tyne and Weir, Newcastle on 
Tyne, in 1926. Constance married Percival J. Langlois in 2nd qtr 1926, Newcastle on Tyne 
(spouses surname de Gros). Constance Beatrice Langlois, born 22 Nov 1899, died 1992, 
Death registration Jun 1992, Age 92 years, Registration District South Glamorgan (presume 
Wales). 
 

Walter married Elizabeth SMITH 3rd qtr 1897 in South Shields, England.20 

 
19. William Henry DUCROS was born about 1880 in Birmingham, Warwickshire.9 

In 1881 (census) William lived with his parents at 14 Court Nelson St South Rhs, 
Birmingham Warwickshire and by 1891 (census) had moved with them to Bassall 
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Heath, Worcestershire. 
 
The 1901 census lists William Duckers, a 25 yr old stove maker born in Warwickshire 
married to Blanche aged 21 born in Cardiff, Wales, and their one yr old son Alfred living at 
14 Francis Terrace G F Street, Aston, Warwickshire. 
 

William married Blanche BUSBY 2nd qtr 1903 in Reading, Berkshire, England.11 

Blanche was born about 1880 in Cardiff, Wales.16

According to Robert Du Cros he was a painter, 
journeyman. 
 

Bertram married Florence NOON , daughter of John NOON and Unknown , on 17 
Feb 1912 in Kings Norton, England.14 Florence was born in 188714 and died 1st qtr 
1921 in Aston, Birmingham, Warwickshire, England21 at age 34. Florence worked as 
a domestic servant.

1. Henry 'Charles' DUCROS , son of Henry DUCROS and Elizabeth 
DAWSON, was born about 1817 in Ireland1 and died on 13 Mar 1874 
in Birmingham, Warwickshire2 aged about 57. 
 
Henry Charles was known as Charles Ducros. 
 
When he married in 1841 he and his wife were listed as living in Bath Street 
Middlesex (London). The 1841 'Irish strays in England' census shows Charles and 
Ann living in Cowper Street, Finsbury East, Parish of St Luke, Middlesex and lists 
both Ann and Charles as being born in Ireland. The 1841 census lists Charles' and 
Anne's address as Parish of St Luke, Ossulstone (Finbury Division) Middlesex (now 
London). 
 
In 1851(census) he and Ann lived with their children Eliza, Ellen and Charles at 5 
Harford Court #1 St George Birmingham in the Parish of Birmingham St George. In 
1846 their daughter Ellen was born in the house where they lived in Tyssen Street, 
Hoxton, County Middlesex (London) (Ellen's birth certificate). 
 
Between 1841 and 1862 (at least) Charles Ducros was a painter and a glazier and 
the 1862 Corporation Trades Directory for Birmingham lists Charles Ducros as a 
painter and decorator at 7, Lt Charles St. The same directory with alphabetical listing 
shows different spelling of Ducrow at same address of Little Charles St.

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Charles Ducros died in 1874 at Albion Terrace, Bell Barn Road, Birmingham (death 
certificate) aged 54 years of typhoid fever. H. E. Jackson (his son-in-law) was present 
at the death. 
 

Henry married Ann SPRUZEN , daughter of George SPRUZEN and Phoebe , on 5 
Apr 1841 in Parish Church Of St Luke Middlesex3 .Ann was born about 1809 in 
Middlesex, London and died before 1883. 

 
Ann was living in Bath Street London, Parish of St Luke Middlesex when married 
(Marriage certificate). When her son Alfred went to Australia in 1883 his parents are 
listed as dead. The 1851 census indicates Anne was born in England.

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Eliza was born at 32/2 Cowper St, London. In the 1871 census she is called Elizabeth and 
is living with her husband and 3 children aged 4, 2 and 10 months, in Birmingham, 
England. Eliza came to Australia with her husband and children in 1880. They lived in  
Newtown and Waverley and it is likely she moved to Petersham after her husband died in 
1898, possibly to live with one of her brothers Charles or Alfred.  
 
Eliza Ann died at 45 Station Street, Petersham, Sydney, of cerebral thrombosis and 
senility (death certificate) and was buried at Waverley cemetery. Ted Miller believes she is 
buried beside her husband. Her funeral was conducted by a Methodist Minister, Jos 
Woodhouse, who also conducted the marriage of her son, John. 
 

Eliza married Henry Edward JACKSON , son of John JACKSON and Elizabeth 
SAVORY, on 5 Apr 1866 in Edgbaston, Warwickshire.  
Henry was born on 28 Oct 1842 in Aston, Warwickshire, 
England2 and died on 1 Sep 1898 in Waverley, Sydney, 
NSW2 at age 55.  
 
Henry was born and grew up in Birmingham, England. 
The 1851 census lists Henry as an eight year old living 
with his parents and sister at 2 Court, 52 Bellborn Rd St 
Thomas, Birmingham. The 1861 census lists him as a 
soldier (Private) aged 18 living at York Barracks Gate 
Fulford, Yorkshire England. By the 1871 census he is 
back in Birmingham with a wife and 3 children and he is 
a bricklayer, like his dad. 

 
In 1880 Henry with his wife and children emigrated to Sydney Australia on the Blackwall 
Frigate 'La Hogue' arriving on 23 Oct 1880, departing London 22 July 1880. They settled 
in Waverley, Sydney, where Henry followed his trade of bricklaying. His brother-in-laws 
(Eliza's brothers Charles and Alfred) had already gone to Australia. The Sydney Sands 
Directory 1886 shows Henry E. Jackson as a bricklayer living at Newtown in Sydney. 
 
Henry died aged 56 on 1 September1898 at his home in Kenilworth Street Waverley, from 
Mitral disease which he had suffered for seven years previously and is buried in Waverley 
Cemetery. The Minister was A.J. Griffith, Congregational.

2. Eliza Annie Jane JACKSON was born in 1867 in 
Birmingham, Warwickshire, England3 and died about 1936 
in Wollongong, NSW, Australia4 aged about 69. 
 
Eliza came to Australia with her parents and siblings in 
1880 on La Hogue. She was 13 and listed as a servant. As 
a single girl who was a domestic servant, Eliza went 
through immigration separately from her parents. (See SMH 
Account of the Voyage of The Hogue in Source Material.) 
 
Eliza had a son Gordon, prior to marrying James Long. In 
1889 she and James are living in Victoria. According to James' death certificate, the 
family move to Sydney in around 1898-9, which is around the same time as her father's 
death. The family were living in Balmain in Sydney at the time of James' death in 1903. In 
1925, Eliza she is recorded as living with her daughter's family in Lakemba. They later 
moved to Wollongong where she died in 1936. 
 

Eliza married James LONG , son of Charles Frederick 
Warren LONG and Sarah RASBERRY , on 26 Dec 
1888 in Fitzroy, Vic, Australia.5 James was born about 
1858 in Geelong, Victoria, Australia6 and died on 15 Feb 
1903 in Balmain, NSW, Australia aged about 45. 

 
According to James Long's death certificate, he died age 45 in 
Balmain Hospital of carcinoma of stomach (cardiac end) and 
was late of 3 Thomas Street Balmain North NSW. His 
occupation is listed as general labourer. He was born in 
Geelong Victoria and lived in Victoria until he came to NSW 
aged 40. His parents were Warren Long and Sarah Rasberry. 
He is buried in the Church of England Cemetery at Rookwood. 
 
The child of Eliza’s first marriage was:

Florence came to Australia with her parents and siblings in 
1880 on La Hogue. Also on board (as part of the crew) was 
Anders Andersson whom she later married. The NSW BDMs 
indicate 
Florence L.M. married at age 15 in 1883 to Anders P 
Anderson. The witnesses at Florence's marriage were Henry 
Jackson and Eliza 
Annie Jane Jackson - ie her father and her sister. 
 
Florence married Anders Petter 
ANDERSSON, son of Anders Allen 

ANDERSSON and Bela, on 9 May 1883. Anders was born on 1 
Nov 1859 in Stockholm, Stockholms, Sweden and died 
on 21 Jan 1925 in Woollahra, Sydney, NSW at age 65. 
 
The following research is by Andrew Hunt: 
 
At age 20 Anders (APA) signed on as an able seaman on the ship La Hogue on a one-
way voyage to Sydney NSW. He would have met his future wife on board.

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According to his Application for Certificate of Naturalization, APA was born on 1 
November 1859 in Stockholm Sweden. (Stockholm was also given as his place of birth in 
numerous other official papers, such as marriage and birth certificates.) However, APA's 
Death Certificate reported he was born in Uppsala, Sweden. This was supported by family 
lore passed down by his grand daughter, Iris May Willis, and by other Willises.  
 
In his marriage certificate, APA reported his father was named Anders Allen Andersson, 
whose profession was "captain" and that his mother's name was Bela (with no maiden 
surname supplied). APA's Death Certificate stated that Anders Allen Andersson was a 
"ship owner".  
 
APA joined the British merchant marine and served on board the "Athia" in 1879 before 
joining the crew of the "La Hogue" in 1880.  He was 20 at the time.  
 
The Agreement and Account of the Crew for the La Hogue provided the following 
information about APA:  

·  APA stated that he was born in 1859 in Stockholm, Sweden. 
·  The ship in which he last served was the "Athia" in 1879 (home port Liverpool). 
·  The date and place of his joining the ship was 20th July 1880 in London and the 

date of his coming aboard was 21st July 1880 - the ship started sailing inth 29th 
July 

·  He was engaged as an Able Seaman - he must have been rated as an 
experienced seaman. 

·  APA's employment conditions stipulated that he was to be discharged in Sydney.  
·  APA was using his employment on the La Hogue as a way to travel to Australia. 

Nine of the crew of 47 were employed on this basis and were discharged in 
Sydney. One crew member - a 20 year old Swede called Gustavus Thompson of 
Elsingborg - deserted in Sydney. 

·  APA was "discharged and left behind at this port" on 2 November 1880.  
·  His entry in The Report of Character was Very Good for both General Conduct and 

For Ability in Seamanship. 
 
Among the passengers who travelled on the La Hogue that voyage as assisted migrants 
to NSW were the Jackson family and about two and a half years after landing in Australia, 
APA married Florence Laura Mary Jackson (FLMJ) at Essington, the minister's residence, 
in Newtown according to the rites and ceremony of the Congregational Church. APA's 
name was spelt Anders Petter Andersson - the Swedish spelling of his name; and APA's 
usual profession was given as bricklayer (so he probably worked for his new father-in-
law). 
 
Anders Peter Andersson and Florence Laura Mary had seven children over 15 years, one 
of whom died in infancy. The large number of house and suburbs that the Anderssons 
lived in over this period, probably indicates that they rented accommodation.   
 
APA was a sapper in No. 1 Field Company in the New South Wales Corps of Engineers, 
as shown by him being awarded second prize for his model of splicing ropes &c. in the 
NSW Corp of Engineers Annual Modelling Competition of 1895.  
 
On the 28th of December 1904, APA made out an Application for Certificate of 
Naturalization and Statutory Declaration. He indicated he lived at  32 John Street 
Woollahra, Sydney, NSW and was  born on the First day of November 1859 at Stockholm,  
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Sweden.  He had previously lived at  Newton 5 years, Waverley and Woollahra 10 years, 
Mortlake 3 years, Fivedock 2 years and Newton again.  
   
Anders name was rendered as Anders Petter Andersson, when he was married, and it 
was Anders Peter Anderson on his gravestone and funeral notice.  
 
Anders died at his home at 17 John St Woolahra of a cerebral haemorrhage.   Anders' 
grand-daughter Iris Hunt reported that because of his very large size (6ft 4ins) and weight 
(20 stone) a special coffin had to be provided. He is buried in the Congregational 
Cemetery Randwick on 24th January 1925. The Minister was Thomas Jenkins, Methodist. 
His son, Anders Henry Anderson of 33 Kitchener Street Coogee was the informant who 
reported that APA's father's name was Andrew Anderson, ship owner, that his mother's 
name was unknown and his place of birth was Upsala, Sweden.

Ted Miller has provided the following information: 
 
John Henry Jackson was the third and last child, and only son, of 
Henry Edward Jackson and Eliza Ann Ducros. 
 
He travelled to Australia, with his parents and his two elder sisters 
Eliza and Florence, on the sailing ship the "La Hogue", arriving in 
1880. On the journey he attended the ship's school, and was 
awarded a book prize for best attendance. His daughter Bess 
often told Ted that he said he fell overboard as the boat crossed 
Sydney Harbour, and had all the "Pommy" washed off him. 
 
When he left school, John worked as a bricklayer, probably 

starting with his father, also a brickie, and as a carpenter, but where he worked is not 
known. His daughter, Bess, told Ted of taking lunch to her father on the third story of a 
building.  Ted also understands that John did not work as a contractor. 
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Early in the twentieth century, John began an alliance with Emily Esther Pickup, who was 
formerly married to John Marott and had had three children by him. They lived at 31 
Kenilworth Street in Waverley, Sydney. 
 
On January 13

th
, 1904, their daughter, Bessie Eileen was born at 33 Parramatta Road 

Annandale. The three of them lived at Kenilworth Street until Bess's marriage in 1933. 
There were no other children from the union. 
 
John Henry and Emily Esther Marott were married at the Methodist Parsonage at Waverly 
on the 4

th
 July 1917. Ted suspects they could not marry before this due to her previous 

marriage to Marott. Ted can find no record of Marott's death, but Emily lists herself as a 
widow at this time, so he was, presumably, deceased.  It is interesting that John Henry's 
mother (Eliza Ann Ducros) died on the 12

th
 May 1917, just two months before their 

marriage.         
 
John Henry occasionally visited his daughter Bess at Sofala after her marriage, and after 
his retirement, staying for a couple of weeks at a time. Ted recalls on one of his visits he 
made a new seat for the toilet, because the current one was cracked and pinched his 
bottom when he used it. Ted also remembers him using Ted's single barrel shotgun to 
shoot a large black snake near the enormous fig tree on the banks of the creek, below the 
house. Bess, never told her children that her father had sisters.  
 
When Japanese submarines entered Sydney Harbour in world war two, John and his wife 
were invited to live at Bess's until the war was over, but he refused to do so.  
 
When his grandson, (alive) was at boarding school in 1946 and 1947, he used to visit his 
grand parents at Waverley. At this time John did all the shopping, with Emily appearing not 
to often leave the house. John did not appear to have any hobbies or pastimes, but spent a 
lot of time reading papers. He had two large models of sailing ships on a shelf over one of 
the doors in the house. These were fascinating to the grandson, who believes they were 
given to the Dicks family after his death. 
 
John appears to have not been well in his later years, suffering from Arterio Sclerosis for 
twenty years and Myocarditis for some ten years. Once when putting his grandson Teddy 
on the train to Bathurst in school holidays, he suffered an attack, and was forced to sit on 
Central station platform for some time after the train left, to recuperate before returning to 
Waverley. During the war when spirits were severely rationed, according to a letter from his 
doctor, he was prescribed brandy for his illness. In the last few years of his life he suffered 
from Dropsy. 
 
He passed away in the Avoca Rest Home in Ocean Street, Bondi on 26

th
 January 1948. 

His daughter Bess travelled to Waverley from Sofala by bus 
to Bathurst and train to Sydney to visit him only a couple of 
days before his death. He was cremated at the Eastern 
Suburbs Crematorium on the 28

th
 January 1948, and I 

believe his ashes were scattered between the graves of his 
mother and father in Waverly cemetery. 
 

John married Emily Esther MARROTT NEE 
PICKUP, daughter  of James PICKUP and Sarah 
STACEY, on 4 Jul 1917 in Waverley, NSW. Emily 
was born on 1 Oct 1864 in Nuggety Gully, near 
Turon, NSW16 and died on 3 Jul 1948 in Waverley, 
Sydney, Australia2 at age 83.

Ted Miller has provided the following research: 
 
Emily Esther Pickup was born at Nuggety Gully, near Millamurra close to the Turon River 
on October 1st 1864. She was the ninth child of James Pickup and Sarah Stacey, who 
were married at St. James Church of England church, in Queen's Square, Sydney, on the 
8th November 1847.  
 
Her early life was spent on the Turon Goldfields near Millamurra, and at Dam or Dannin 
Creek, closer to Turondale, where her father was engaged in gold mining. 
 
In 1870, she moved to Sydney with her family, and lived in Paddington, at the corner of 
William and Victoria Streets. Her father was employed as a quarryman while they lived 
there. 
 

In 1871 or 1872, the family returned to the goldfields at 
Sofala. From here they moved back to Millamurra where her 
father was included in the 1875 to 1877, and 
the 1878 to 1879 Country Directories. Emily's daughter, 
Bessie talked of Emily's skill as a horsewoman, telling of her 
riding over rough country from Millamurra to 
Wattle Flat and return, leading a packhorse, to purchase 
supplies. 
 
In 1881 or 1882, the family returned to the city, living in 
Spring Street. Emily was by now a young lady of eighteen 
years. On Christmas Eve, 1884, she married John Marott, 
an Austrian mason. Emily and John Marott produced three 
children (Victor Herbert Marott b.1885. Stella M. Marrot 
b.1888 and Anguilo S. 
Marrot b.1890) however 
their marriage was not long 

lasting and John deserted Emily and the children. 
 
By 1903, and probably earlier, she had formed an 
association with John Henry Jackson, a bricklayer, who 
came to New South Wales, from England, as a ten year 
old boy. On 13th January 1904, Emily was delivered of a 
girl, Bessie, at 33 Parramatta Road Annandale. This was 
the only child of the union. 
 
Emily and John were married on 4 July 1917, at the 
Methodist Parsonage in Waverley. Ted believes they did 
not marry before this due to her previous marriage to 
Marott.

1. Ellen Louisa DUCROS , daughter of Henry 'Charles' DUCROS and 
Ann SPRUZEN , was born on 29 Sep 1846 in Shoreditch, London 
Middlesex.1 

 
Ellen was born at 7 Tyssen Street, subdistrict Haggerstone, district Shoreditch, London 
Middlesex. When she married at St Judes Church Birmingham her residence is given as 
Brierley St, Birmingham. Ellen's husband Thomas died only six years after her daughter 
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Ellen was born and prior to that it is likely her husband was not well. Ellen's life is likely to 
have been a very hard one. In the 1881 census Ellen is a widow with 4 children living at 
Navigation Street, 15 Ct 3 Ho, Birmingham. In the 1881 and 1891 Census Ellen Louisa 
Ducros' occupation is noted a a Tailoress. It is possible she took over her husband's 
business when he became unwell /died. 
 

Ellen married Thomas GUMMER HAYWARD , son of John HAYWARD and 
Elizabeth GUMMER , on 5 Aug 1867 in St Jude Birmingham, Warwickshire.2 

Thomas was born on 30 Jul 1843 in Birmingham, Warwickshire, England3 and died 
on 9 Sep 1878 in Birmingham, England at age 35. 

 
Thomas was born at 48 Church St, St Paul, Birmingham and Christened 30/7/1843 
at St Phillip's Birmingham. He was a master tailor (Ellen's marriage certificate and 
Thomas' death certificate). According to his death certificate, Thomas died aged 34 
years of Cardiac Dropsy at the Workhouse, Dudley Road , Birmingham. His poor 
health may well have caused his early entry to the workhouse.

and died on 5 Apr 1932 in Marrickville, Sydney6 at 
age 61. 
 
When Ellen married in the Clarendon Street Baptist 
Chapel in Birmingham, aged 22, she lived at 66 
Queen St Leamington, England and was a 
laundress (marriage certificate). In 1901 (census) 
Ellen lived with her husband and son William at 
Court 5, House 3, Birmingham (close to where her 
parents lived). By 1904, aged 32, she lived at 10 
Vine St, St Martin, Birmingham. After her husband 
left, Ellen travelled to Australia with her daughter 
Dolly, departing on 4 December 1916 on the SS 
Corinthic, a 4-masted, 1 funnel ship bound for NZ 
via the Panama and Sydney. They arrived in 
Australia in 1917 (she had been in the colonies 15 
years when she died). 
 
Ellen followed her son William to Australia as well  
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as her 2 uncles Charles and Alfred who lived in Petersham/Marrickville. The 1923 Sands 
Directory, Sydney lists a Mrs E. Taylor living at 206 Marrickville St, Marrickville. Between 
1923 and 1928 she lived at 3 Chester St Marrickville. In 1930, according to the 1901 to 
1936 Australian Electoral rolls, Ellen Elizabeth Taylor lived at 7 Allan's Avenue, 
Marrickville with her daughter Dorothy. She died in 1932, aged 60, at 312 Illawarra Rd 
Marrickville of chronic nephritis/ myocardial degeneration and was an invalid pensioner at 
the time. She is buried (7 Apr 1932) in the Church of England Cemetery at Rookwood. 
 
Note: The ship, the SS Corinthic was used during WWI from 1917 to 1919 and the 
3rd class accommodation was used to carry 450 troops rather than passengers (research 
by Suzanne Houston). 
 

Ellen married William Henry TAYLOR , son of Isaac TAYLOR and Mary Ann 
HUNT, on 6 Aug 1894 in Birmingham, Warwick, England.6 William was born on 30 
Sep 1872 in Whitnash, Warwickshire, England,6 was christened on 16 Jan 1876 in 
Whitnash, Warwickshire, England. Witnesses to the wedding were George Savage 
(William's brother in law) and Ruth Taylor (William's sister). 

 
The 1901 census indicates William Taylor was a 
Tradesman's Groom at age 28 and that he was born in 
Leamington. The birth certificate of his daughter Dorothy 
lists Henry's occupation at that time as a bricklayer’s 
labourer. The death certificate of William's son (William 
Henry Alfred) indicates he was a farmer, and his daughter 
Dorothy’s death certificate lists his occupation as a 
gardener. On his wife's death certificate his occupation is 
given as a bricklayers labourer. William died some time 
after 1904 when Dolly was born. His granddaughter said 
"Dad used to say he (as in his dad) went to sea and was 
never heard from again".

6. William Henry Alfred TAYLOR was born on 15 Aug 
1896 in Leamington, Warwickshire, England7 and died on 
13 Nov 1967 in Koolewong, Central Coast, NSW8 at age 
71. 
 
The following research is by Sue Houston: 
 
William was born in the home of his parents at 22 Queen 
Street Leamington, Birmingham. He left school on 4 May 
1910 aged 13 yrs 7 mths. William Henry Jnr. joined the 
Royal Warwickshire Regiment of the Territorial force on 10 
May 1912 and was a Private (number 1643) in the 6th 

Battalion when discharged on 23 September 1913 aged 
17yrs 1 mth to proceed overseas. William arrived in 

Australia, between October 1913 and December 1914 some years before his mother 
arrived in 1917. 
 
WW1 
On declaration of WW1 William enlisted (Regimental number 3861) in the AIF Australian 
Imperial Expeditionary Forces on 8 December 1914 at Liverpool NSW with the rank of 
Gunner. His WW1 service papers can be seen at www.naa.gov.au . His age given was 22 
yrs 2 mths when actually he was 18 yrs 3 months. His height was given as 5ft 4inches (he 
was 6 ft - he may have grown) and his eyes were described as brown (when they were 
actually blue). It should be noted that his death certificate indicates he was 58 years in 
Australia which would have meant he arrived in 1909. There is a lot of confusion at The 
Australian War Memorial because he lied about his age (as did so many boys) and his 
records are wrong. 
 
Not long before he died in 1967, William applied for the 
Gallipoli Medal in a letter handwritten by his wife Florence and 
signed by him (see www.naa.cov.au). In that letter he indicates 
he trained at  Victoria Barracks in Sydney and sailed on the SS 
Runic. He joined the 1st DAC 1st Field Artillery in Egypt as first 
reinforcement. He says " Sailing with the first forces for ANZAC 
we made threatening landings at Suva, Cape Hellas and Asia 
Minor returning to Alexandria to unload our horses which had 
strangled. We returned to Anzac where I served for five and a 
half months with the 5th Battery at Lone Pine and Quinns Post 
being twice wounded but not evacuated." 
 
Other records indicated he travelled to Mena Camp in Egypt (3rd Reinforcement Field 
Artillery) on the 'HMAT Runic' on 19 Feb 1915 - a 4-masted single funnel steamship. He 
was a driver and gunner and transferred to Gallipoli 14 July 1915; transferred to 2nd Field 
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Artillery Brigade 6 September 1915; taken on strength 23 Sep 1915; enteric fever 
(salmonella) sent to hospital in Alexandria 14 Nov 1915; transferred to hospital in Cairo 4 
Dec 1915; convalescent in Port Said 9 Dec 1915; embarked on the 'Ulysses' for 3 months 
change in Australia 3 Jan 1916; returned to duty and had another bout of enteric fever 15 
Apr 1916; and he was wounded twice (shin on left leg) and discharged as medically unfit 
23 Aug 1916. His paybook shows 69 pounds 16 shillings paid on discharge. His address 
was 159 Cook Rd Centennial Park, Sydney. 
 
William convalesced at the Red Cross Hospital in the Blue Mountains, NSW, where he 
met Elizabeth Grace Bucknall, who was working as a Volunteer Nurses Aid. In 1917 they 
lived at Yarraford. According to his daughter Suzanne, William sent a postcard to Elsie 
Bucknell (later his first wife) signing it "Yours truly Gunner". It was a name he used then 
because he was in the Artillery Corp in the Army but did not use it after the war. 
 
Between the wars 
William and Elizabeth were married at St Marks Church, Church of England, Darling Point, 
when he was just 20 and she was 27. Initially they lived at Gordon in Sydney. William was 
a Sergeant Instructor in the Royal Australian Artillery for Government Compulsory Military 
Training, at Lancers Military Barracks, Argyle Centre, Parramatta. The artillery to the mid 
1930s was horse drawn with teams having mounted drivers who also served as gunners. 
 
By about 1817 William and Elizabeth had moved to Glen Innes, where he took up a sheep 
property under the Soldier Settlement Scheme. According to his son Brian, "The land was 
poor and the venture failed despite the purchase of an adjoining property to support the 
stock." 
 
By 1926 he had purchased a property at Glenhaven in NSW and he and Elizabeth moved 
there. The 1930 Australian Census lists William as a Farmer and his wife Elizabeth as 
'wife home duties' and they lived at 'Coolibah' Glen Haven, Castle Hill, NSW. He is listed 
on his first son's death certificate as a grazier. 
 
William had six boys with Elizabeth and another three children with his second wife 
Florence. 
 
In 1932 when his mother died he lived at 23 Queen Street Mosman (her death certificate). 
When he married Florence at the Chatswood Registry Office in 1936 he was a salesman - 
storeman and lived at 46 Glover Street Mosman, Sydney NSW. 
 
WW2 
William served in WW2 from 4 Aug 1941 to 19 Feb 1946. His service number was 
N274680 and his rank was Lance Sergeant. On 19 Aug 1941 he was Nursing orderly 
Acting grade 11 in the Administration Cadre, Convalescent Homes, Royal concord 
repatriation Hospital CMF (Sydney). His address was 18 Lexington Ave Eastwood and his 
occupation given as organiser storeman. 
 
After the war 
The 1936 Australian Census shows William Henry living with Florence Marjorie at 3 
Rawson Street Epping, Sydney, NSW. Three sons continued to live with him in his second 
marriage and two sons lived with their mother. 
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William's death certificate shows he was a PMG Store Clerk. 
He died at his home at 30 Brisbane Water Drive, Koolewong, 
NSW. His ashes are interred in the returned Servicemen's 
wall QE at the Northern Suburbs crematorium. The Baptist 
Minister at the cremation service was his brother-in-law 
Arthur Alexander Gilchrist, son of Arthur Alexander Gilchrist. 
When at school he was a Presbyterian and continued to be. 
 
William married Elizabeth (Elsie) Grace BUCKNELL , 
daughter of Edward Gittens BUCKNELL and Catherine 
Isabella MARSHALL , on 5 Sep 1916 in Darling Pt, Sydney.6 

Elizabeth was born on 18 Jan 1889 at 'Rodborough Vale' (? 
near Maryborough), Victoria and died in 195410 at age 65. 
The marriage ended in divorce. 
 

According to her son Brian, Elizabeth "was a gentle, artistic, well educated woman of 
proud and independent disposition. She was educated at boarding school in Melbourne 
and, among other things, was an accomplished violinist, at one time playing with the 
Melbourne Symphony Orchestra.

She served as a V.A.D. (nursing aide) during W.W.1. and it was while 
doing so she met William Henry Taylor. "She was a strict mother to us who held strongly 
to her family traditions and values." 
 
As well as the six sons Elizabeth had with William, she had a daughter with her second 
husband Harald.

He was in the 43rd 
Squadron when he was discharged on 21 March 1946. 
Later, Pat worked with Qantas in aircraft maintenance. He 
died at Concord Repatriation Hospital of a massive heart 
attack whilst having an angiogram. 
 

Patrick married Florence May WHITEHEAD , 
daughter of Thomas WHITEHEAD and Helena Elizabeth BARNES , on 11 Sep 
1948 in Woollahra, Sydney, NSW. Florence was born on 11 Jul 1921 and died on

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Part of Florence's eulogy reads: 
"Florence lived her early life in Woollahra where the family were well known for the Flora 

Dora hairdressing Salon in Bondi Junction. It was while living 
there she met her late husband, Pat Taylor, an NCO in the 
Royal Australian Air Force, and they were married at All Saints 
Anglican Church in Woollahra on 11 September 1948. They 
subsequently built their home in Epping and were blessed with 
the birth of their only son ... in 1952."  
 
Her son settled in the United States and she made regular trips 
to see him, his wife and her grandchildren.  
 
According to Pat's stepsister Suzanne, Florence was not told

He died at Rotherham Nursing Home, Meadowbank (Sydney) of a malignant brain 
tumour.

Brian married Joan KIDDLE , daughter of Cecil James KIDDLE and Ellen Grace 
GAMBELL , on 4 Sep 1948. Joan was born on 8 Feb 1927 and died on 24 Apr 
2004 at age 77.

In 1881 
the three of them lived at 98 Warstone Lane 
Umbrella Shop, Birmingham and also with 
Martha's sister Emma. His occupation in 1881 was 
listed as a master Printer employing one boy but 
this could have been Master Painter, especially 
since his death certificate also records his 
occupation as painter, and other members of his 
family were painters.  

 
Alfred, his wife Martha and daughter Martha, came to Australia on the ship Ellora which 
arrived in NSW on 11 June 1883. Charles his brother, who was already in Australia, saved 
up the fare for him (according to his Grand-niece Helen Laing). 
 
Alfred was a painter in 1883 when his son Alfred was born when he lived in Alexander St 
Alexandria and was still a painter in 1888 when his son Leslie Bertram was born, when he 
lived at 37 Thomas St Marrickville (see Sands Directory, Sydney). In 1893 when his wife 
Martha died and in 1923 when he died (death certificate) 
he lived at 23 Thomas St Petersham in the municipality of 
Marrickville, NSW. According to Margaret McDonald, 
Thomas St Petersham is now known as Ducros St.  
 
When Leslie was born in 1888, Alfred already had 1 male 
and 1 female child living and 1 female child deceased. His 
death certificate 1928 indicates he had Anne M (52), 
Alfred A (44), Leslie B. (39), living, and one male 
deceased.  
 
The 1930 electoral roll indicates Alfred was living with his 
son Alfred Alexander and his wife Elsie at 23 Livingston 
Rd Petersham - but he died before this date. 
 
Alfred had been in the colony 44 years when he died of 
chronic interstitial myocharditis and chronic interstitial 
nephritis. He was cremated at Rookwood crematorium 
with a church of England Minister on 4 February 1928. 
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Alfred married Martha (Matilda) Anne LOCKLEY , daughter of William Arthur 
LOCKLEY  and Emma EULLF , on 11 Jan 1874 in Birmingham, England.

Martha's father, William Lockley, was a brass founder, according to her  death 
certificate.  The 1871 census indicates that when her father died in 1868, Martha, at 
16 years of age, became head of the house with three male boarders, one of whom 
was Charles Yates. Martha's mother Emma married Charles Yates in 1872.  
 
The 1881 census lists Martha's occupation as an umbrella repairer and she lived with 
her husband and child at 98 Warstone Lane Umbrella Shop, Birmingham. 
 
Martha had a sister, Emma Lockley, born 1868 Birmingham, Warwickshire. She 
worked as an Umbrella  repairer. 
 
When she died in 1893, aged 39, Martha lived with her husband in Thomas St 
Marrickville (now 23 Ducros St). She died of Phthisis, hemiplegia and exhaustion and 
she had been sick for 9 months. She was buried in the Church of England section of 
Rookwood  cemetery on 20 July 1893. 
 
According to her death certificate, when she died in 1893, she had been in the colony 
for 10 years ie from 1883. 
 
Arthur A Ducros' mother is listed in NSW BDM as Matilda not Martha. According to 
Margaret McDdonald, Matilda was  her knickname.
